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We would like to lodge our objection to the Moolarben Coal Project No.05_0117

The Moolarben Coal Project is situated in an extremely sensitive area adjacent to the Goulburn River Gorge, between the Goulburn River National Park and Munghorn Gap Nature Reserve in the Upper Hunter Catchment.

In the current deepening water crisis this project threatens the Goulburn River and associated groundwater system, a tributary of the Hunter River and ignores the significance of this riverine corridor as a regionally significant scenic and cultural landscape. 
This area should be protected from any direct or indirect impacts of coal mining for the benefits of all Australians. Any threat to this area is unacceptable. 

This proposal involves the production of 12MT/annum of coal; potentially contributing 
32 million tonnes of greenhouse gases and further accelerating Climate Change, recognised as one of the greatest threats to Australia by both Federal and NSW governments.

This third coal mine proposed for the Mudgee Ulan area;
1. Places unacceptable pressure on the sensitive sandstone cliffs along the Goulburn River Gorge, risking the stability of this scenically significant area as well as future access and public safety. 

2. Would interfere and ultimately destroy valuable groundwater reserves, degrade water quality and permanently reduce the base flow of the Goulburn River.
3. This unique site is of great value to the general community and should not be put at risk.
